
Privacy Notice – FOI Request 

1. Data Controller

2. Why are you processing my personal information? 

 We are processing your data to provide you with information about the PPS 
and its activities in response to a request by you.  

 This is consistent with the rights granted to you by Section 1 of the Freedom 
of Information Act 2000.  

3. What categories of personal data are you processing? 

 The personal data processed by PPS depends on the nature of your 
request but is likely to include data such as: 

 Name 

 Contact details such as email address, Telephone/Mobile number, 
address 

 Details of any response we send to you which will include the above 
data  

4. Where do you get my personal data from? 

 We store only the personal information provided by you. 

5. Do you share my personal data with anyone else? 

 As FOI responses are considered to be public information, we may share 
details of the response with other third parties, however we would redact 
your personal information. 

 However, if you use a service such as “What Do They Know” to submit an 
FOI request, then the quantity of personal data that is public is determined 
by their policies.

6. Do you transfer my personal data to other countries? 

 Your data is stored on PPS severs which are located in the UK. We do not 
transfer this data to other countries.  

 However, if you use a service such as “What Do They Know” to submit an 
FOI request, then the storage location of your data is determined by their 
policies.  

7. How long do you keep my personal data? 

 We retain your data in line with the PPS Retention and Disposal Schedule 
{LINK}. Data processed in relation to your request is normally held for 3 
years.  

 Data on which any response to you is based is held in line with its own 
retention period as defined in the PPS Retention and Disposal Schedule.  

 However, if you use a service such as “What Do They Know” to submit an 
FOI request, then the retention period is determined by their policies.  

8. What rights do I have? 

 If your data is being processed then for law enforcement purposes then 
your rights are as follows: 

 To obtain confirmation that your data is being processed, and access to 

your personal data. However, the PPS is able to restrict this right 

to avoid prejudicing the prevention, detection, investigation or 

prosecution of criminal offences or the execution of criminal 
penalties; 

 To have personal data rectified if it is inaccurate or incomplete 

 To have personal data erased and to prevent processing, in specific 
circumstances.  

 In relation to automated decision making and profiling. However the 
PPS does not carry out automated decision making.  

 If your data is being processed for other purposes then you have the 
following additional rights:  

 To ‘block’ or suppress processing of personal data, in specific 
circumstances 

 The right to data portability, in specific circumstances 

 The right to object to the processing, in specific circumstances 
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9. How do I complain if I am not happy? 

 If you are unhappy with any aspect of this privacy notice, or how your 
personal information is being processed, please contact the PPS Data 
Protection Officer.
